Performers should refrain from adding unnecessary crescendi or decrescendi
unless specifically notated. The purpose of applying highly expressive
dynamics is to create a natural decay effect similar to an echo in the section
or ensemble. At times the decay effect will deteriorate to a ppp and the
performer's passage may be inaudiable. Since it is impossible to determine
exacly at what point the softened passage becomes inaudiable, the performer
should refrain from trying to be heard.
